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SACRED HEART HISTORY  

The beautiful stained glass windows located in the nave, clerestory and sanctuary of the church are a dominant 
feature of the interior. The four small windows in the nave depict the Passion, Death, and Resurrection of 

Christ. On the upper level, the clerestory windows are decorated with flora and fauna motifs.   

 

The door leading back to the sacristy is decorated with  

beautiful wood inlay and stained glass inserts.  

 

In the sanctuary, the nine main stained glass windows represent various saints.  

At the time of construction, each of the nine windows was gifted to the church by families of  Sacred Heart.                

The name of the donor gamily is located at the base of each of the stained glass windows.
